The home incorporates 500 square meters of cutting-
edge, high-performance double glazing. Given the
extensive use of large glass panels, temperature
control was crucial. Series 424 and 626 Double
Glazed FrontGLAZE™ were used for the glass walls
both at the ends of the house, and the glass corridors
and sides throughout the building. These products,
combined with double glazing, provide improved
insulation and UV protection, helping fo regulate the
temperature and reduce the need for air conditioning.

In an innovative application, Series 704B
SlideMASTER™ Sliding Doors were installed along the
side of the house, with multiple 2-panel doors lined
up fo open onto the bushland. To meet the required
safety standards, a glass railing was included across
the entire length of the house.

This architectural masterpiece is a true work of

art, showcasing innovative design, excellence

in craftsmanship and a willingness to push the
boundaries. Its grandeur and beauty leave a lasting
impression.
